Math in the Real World Project
Objective: Show how math is used in everyday life by finding, exploring, and presenting real-world examples.

Project Choices (Pick one):
1. Shopping Math ■
· Make a pretend shopping list with 5–10 items.
· Write down the prices (real).
· Add the total cost.
· Multiplication: Show what happens if you buy 2 or 3 of the same item (multiply the price).

2. Cooking Math ■
· Pick a recipe (cookies, pancakes, pizza, etc.).
· Write down the measurements.
· Show what happens if you double or cut the recipe in half.
· Multiplication: If the recipe makes 12 cookies, show how many cookies there will be if you make the recipe 2 or 3 times.
3. Sports Math ■■
· Pick your favorite sport.
· Record scores from a real or pretend game.
· Show who won by comparing numbers.
· Find the difference between the winning and losing scores.
· Multiplication: If each player scores the same number of points (like 2, 3, or 5), show the total by multiplying.
4. Measurement Around the House ■
· Measure 5 items in your home (table, bed, toy, TV, shoes).
· Write the length in inches or centimeters.
· Put them in order from shortest to longest.
· Multiplication: Imagine you have 3 of each item. Multiply the length × 3 to find the total length.

What to Include in Your Project:
· A title page with your name and project choice – 15 pts
· Math work (numbers, equations, or charts) – 50 pts
· Pictures or drawings of your examples -25 pts
· At least 5 sentences explaining how math is used in your project – 10 pts
How You Can Present It:
· A booklet
