3rd Grade Science Essay: Historic Alabama Natural Disasters
Due Oct. 7
Instructions: Write a one-page essay about a historic natural disaster that happened in Alabama. You must interview at least two people who lived through the disaster and include their experiences in your essay.
Your essay should have:
 - Introduction: Introduce the disaster and explain what it is.
 - Body: Include details about when, where, why it happened, its effects, and personal experiences from your interviews. 
- Conclusion: Explain how people responded and what can be learned.

Step 1: Choose a Disaster Pick one historic Alabama disaster: 
- Tornado (e.g., 2011 Super Outbreak)
- Flood (e.g., 1929 or 1937 Alabama floods)
- Hurricane (e.g., Hurricane Frederic 1979)
 - Ice or Winter Storm (e.g., 1993 Storm of the Century)

Step 2: Research Questions to Answer in Your Essay 
1. What happened? Describe the disaster. 
2. When did it happen? Include the year and season. 
3. Where in Alabama did it happen? (City or region) 
4. What caused it? (Weather or environmental factors) 
5. What were the effects? (Damage to people, homes, and the environment) 
6. How did people respond? (Rescue efforts, rebuilding, safety precautions) 
7. Personal Experiences: Include stories or memories from the two people you interview. 
8. Interesting Fact: Include one surprising or amazing fact you discovered.

Step 3: Writing Tips - Start with a strong introduction that captures attention. - Use complete sentences and paragraphs. - Include quotes or stories from your interviews to make your essay personal. - End with a conclusion that reflects what we can learn from the disaster.
